The burden is on us. We are to make it happen.

Bad hymns often use flowery language about the
good we're supposed to do. It covers up the inherent
legalism of the message: Make the church “nice.”

The mantra, “All are welcome,” distorts the gospel
by implying that God is indifferent to evil, bad behavior,
and social norms that protect kids. The mantra often
masks an anything-goes morality: If all are welcome,
then the church MUST bless gay unions, polygamous
unions - because to welcome is to approve whatever
kind of union people say is natural to them.

The real gospel: Love the sinner but not the sin.
